Due to it’s uniqueness the town of Saint-Emilion itself, as well 
as its vineyards, were included in the UNESCO list of international heritage in 
December 1999 as a natural, cultural and historical monument.

Sauternes – world famous wine region where natural luscious 
wine are produced from the grapes affected by “noble rot” fungus “botrutis 
cinereum”.Chateu Yquem is Sauternes Classified Growth.
